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Hold up the book and explain that you will be reading Corduroy; story and pictures by Don Freeman. 
You should say a little something about how it was a favorite book of yours. 
Show the cover and ask:  Who do you think is the main character in this book? 
Ask if they know what corduroy is and then tell them what it is. Maybe you could wear your corduroy pants.  
If they have done a good job (and be generous with this description) – leave the paperback copy for them and tell them that they can keep it for their classroom library and that they should read it again because good books like this should be read many, many times! 
Thank them for allowing you to read in their classroom and tell them how much you enjoyed it.
